In March 2016, five years after the Great East Japan Earthquake, the Tohoku University Mechanical
Engineering Alumni Association donated a grand piano to the Aoba Memorial Hall. The purpose of this
donation was to support the healing of hearts and minds of those affected by the earthquake. In June of that
year, the first Aobayama Concert was held with this piano as the centerpiece. The program at that time
shows students and faculty members of the Engineering, Science, Agriculture, Literature, and Research
Institute playing the piano, singing songs, and finally performing Schubert's quintet “The Trout”.

Since then, concerts have been held several times a year for more than eight years. From this year, the
concert has become an official event of the Komeikai (a friendship organization for engineering students,
faculty and staff), and is positioned as an official event along with the Komeikai Sports Day. Recently,
student members have joined the executive committee, and the concert has become established in both
name and reality as a handmade concert by students, faculty, and staff of Tohoku University. We would like
to express our sincere appreciation for the warm support and nurturing of the Aobayama Concert.

As a special event of 20" Anniversary Concert, we will perform Chopin's Piano Concerto No. 1 with Mr.
Ri as the soloist. He is a second-year electrical engineering student and also a student member of the
executive committee of the concert. We also play Beethoven Symphony No. 9 with Mr. Kitamura as the
conductor. He is a fifth-year medical student and also involved in music volunteer activities.

Beethoven's 9th Symphony is very typical music for a year-end project, and I personally thought that I
have to do my best even if there were many difficulties, but I was actually surprised at how smartly it was
managed. Through the connection of Mr. Ri (Tohoku U. Piano circle Semplice), Mr. Noguchi (Tohoku
U. mixed chorus) and Mr. Kitamura, the members of choir and orchestra were assembled in the blink of
an eye, the music was arranged to suit the members, scores were distributed, and practice plans were made.
Everything was ready in about a month.... I think this shows the deep sensitivity, high level of awareness,

and energy of the people who gather at Tohoku University.

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Greeting from the Conductor

Welcome to the 20th Anniversary Aobayama Concert. [ am deeply grateful for your presence here today.
It is my privilege to serve as the arranger and conductor for two key works featured in this evening’s
program: F. Chopin's Piano Concerto No. 1 op.11 2nd movement "Romance" and L.v. Beethoven's
Symphony No. 9. As a member of the "Kyouyu Project," I am committed to sharing music with diverse
audiences, including those in medical and community settings. For this performance, I have the honor of
leading the Aobayama Festival Orchestra and Special Choir.

Chopin’s Romance, today's first piece that I will conduct the orchestra, is a piece with a tender and
bittersweet melody that has captivated listeners since its premiere. Our solo pianist, Mr. Li, will share
insights on this composition. As a conductor, I have often witnessed pianists taking on a concerto for the
first time, and tonight, our soloist will be making his concerto debut. With his deep connection to and
understanding of the piece, I am excited to support him in bringing this music to life.

The second work I will conduct is Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9, a piece deeply embedded in Japan's
year-end celebrations. We will perform selected portions of the fourth movement, highlighting familiar and
beloved sections. My arrangement reflects the acoustics of the Aobayama Memorial Hall and incorporates
a piano that has been cherished here for over a decade. The fourth movement opens with a powerful, almost
narrative melody led by the cello and bass, recalling the theme of the previous movement. Then, after a
moment of quiet, it develops into a familiar melody quietly introduced by the cello and bass, which gradually
swells to create a sense of grandeur as the viola, bassoon, and violins join in. The arrival of the horns in
octaves signals the entry of the choir, who powerfully sing Schiller’s Ode to Joy. The movement then sweeps
forward into a rousing prestissimo coda. While Beethoven selected only a portion of Schiller’s lengthy poem,
I encourage those interested to explore the full text.

This year’s Aobayama Concert is especially significant, marking both the 20th anniversary of the event
and the designation of Tohoku University as a University of International Research Excellence. May this
performance be a moment of joy and peace for all gathered here—from students and researchers who have
traveled from across Japan and around the world. May it be a tribute to the cultures and homelands we all
cherish.

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Greeting from the soloist

Thank you very much for coming to the 20th Anniversary Aobayama Concert today.
My name is Chii Ri, the soloist for the piano concerto. In addition to serving as a member of the Aobayama
Concert Executive Committee, [ am also involved in musical activities centering on the piano with the Piano
Circle Semplice, Seiryo Ensemble, and other musical groups.

I would like to give a brief explanation of the sub-main piece of this concert, F.Chopin's “Piano Concerto

No. 1, Op. 11, 2nd movement ‘Romance’”. The Piano Concerto No. 1 is a masterpiece that combines
Chopin's unique sweet atmosphere and simplicity in a perfect balance, and is still very popular today.
Chopin composed two piano concertos in his short 39-year life, but Piano Concerto No. 1 was actually
composed after Piano Concerto No. 2, and it is thought that he began composing it when he was 20 years
old, before he left his native Poland.

The second movement was described by Chopin himself as “like a beautiful moonlit spring evening,” and
is beautifully romantic from start to finish. This is my first time to be a soloist in a concerto. I will do my
best to convey the charm of this piece to the audience while thinking of the young Chopin of the time of its
composition, who must have had mixed feelings of hope and anxiety for the future, regret for his hometown,
and so forth, as [ am now of the same generation.

Beethoven's “Symphony No. 9,” the main piece of this concert, will be performed with a large orchestra
for the 20th Aobayama Concert, which is appropriate for the Aobayama Concert. The orchestra will be
composed in a way that is not usual for the Ninth, and the skill of Mr. Kitamura, the conductor and arranger,
in providing guidance, will surely shine through.

As a member of the Aobayama Concert Executive Committee, I am very happy to have been involved in
the management and performance of the 20th Aobayama Concert, and to be able to share a wonderful time
with the performers and audience.
